Our last concert of the calendar year, which will include a delicious luncheon, will be on December 9th at 10:30am at the 
Lutheran Church of the Redeemer in Birmingham. We will enjoy the performance of Matthew Ball at the piano, a duet with 
Susan Wheatley at the piano and Dalos Grobe on the organ, and Laura Ramsay, the Mary Levack Quick Winds/Brass Award 
recipient.

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Concert Review – September 23, 2025, “President’s Reception Concert and Luncheon” 
St. Clair of Montefalco Church – 1401 Whittier Road, Grosse Pointe Park 

 
Regis Haynes, tenor, born and raised in Detroit, is a versatile vocal musician who has already made us in Detroit proud, 
having performed in Detroit Opera productions including Madame Butterfly, Breaking the Waves and The Cunning Little 
Vixen. Today, he performed multiple well-known arias: “La donna é mobile” (Rigoletto) by Giuseppi Verdi; “Una furtiva 
Lagrima’ (L’elisir d’amore) by Gaetano Donizetti; “Addio fiorita asil” (Madame Butterfly) by Giocomo Puccini; “Dein is 
mein ganzes Hers” (Das Land des Lãchelns) by Franz Leher.  His vocal interpretations were warm, artistic and well 
received. In addition to those familiar arias, he also treated the audience with a brilliant performance of “The Heart of a 
Woman” by the late African American composer Leslie Adams (1932-2024), giving well-deserved homage to Adams who 
was often commissioned  to write works by the Center for Black Music Research. Mr. Haynes earned bachelor’s degree in 
Choral Music Education and is also a music educator in several Detroit schools.  He is currently earning his master’s degree 
in Voice and Opera at the University of Michigan. Piano collaborator, Dr. Mariah Boucher, was described as “unique and 
riveting” by Harmonie magazine and serves as staff pianist for Indiana University and the University of Michigan where 
she received master’s and doctorate degrees.  
  
Maggie Brady, violinist from Boulder, Colorado, has received many accolades from many chamber music festivals, master 
classes, workshops. Her performance of Jessie Montgomery’s Rhapsody for solo violin was captivating, thoughtful and very 
moving. Jessie Montgomery (b.1981), an American violinist and well-known composer, creates music focusing on the 
vernacular, improvisation, and social justice which was so sensitively interpreted in Maggie’s Rhapsody. Ms. Brady also 
performed Dvorak’s Romance with soulful artistry and flair. Brady is pursuing her master’s degree at the University of 
Michigan and is concertmaster of the University Symphony, performing on a Vincenzo Postiglione violin made in 1910, on 
loan from the Virtu Foundation. Piano collaborator on the Dvorak selection, Sarina Zhang, born in Canada is also a cellist 
who debuted with the New York Philharmonic in 2011. She received a bachelor’s from Juilliard, and a doctorate in cello 
performance from the University of Michigan. Her performance was flawless, artistic, and highly complementary for the 
violinist. 
 
River Guard, Canadian tenor, performed deeply moving arias:“Winterstürme dem Wonnemond” (Die Walkure)by Richard 
Wagner; and Durch die Walder (Der Freischütz) by Carl Maria von Weber; and E Lucevan le stelle (Tosca) by Giocomo 
Puccini. Finishing with the old favorite O sole mio, by Di Capua/Mazzucchi, he carried us away to a happy place. River was 
recently awarded Michigan District Winner in the Metropolitan Opera’s Laffont Competition, as well as being a prizewinner 
of the Canadian Opera Company’s Ensemble Studio Competition. He was a Resident Artist at the Detroit Opera 2023-2025 
where he performed many roles successfully. Piano collaborator John Etsell is well known to us, as the Detroit Opera staff 
pianist. He is equally active as a member of the Lumino Trio, described as “just the sort of high-execution, high ambition 
ensemble that Detroit’s chamber music world so desperately needs” (Avant Music News). He earned his D.M.A. from 
University of Michigan in collaborative  piano. 
 
Ethan Mihaescu, 9th grader at the Roeper School in Birmingham, Mi, is a bright rising star in the Piano world. Today, he 
performed L’isle Joyeuse by Claude Debussy, which was a mesmerizing, beautiful palette of piano colors. Ethan was a 
National Finalist and Chopin Foundation Award winner  2023-2025 at the MTNA Junior Piano Competitions. He won second 
place in 2023. He has many accolades from similar competitions. He was a featured soloist of the prestigious PRO MUSICA 
of Detroit concert series and a concerto soloist with the Grosse Pointe Symphony in 2025. On October 13, he performed 
with the New Orleans Civic Symphony. He received a scholarship from the Chopin Foundation of the United States. He is 
guided by his father, a classically trained singer, and studies piano with TMD member Catherine Rollin.

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Concert Review –  October 14, 2025 “Fresh Fall Offerings” 
Grosse Pointe Unitarian Church, 17150 Maumee, Grosse Pointe 

 
Tuesday October 14 at Grosse Pointe Unitarian Church was the occasion for Tuesday Musicale to present 
violinist Isabell Johnson as the winner of the Irene Kinsey Stare Strings Award for 2025-2026.  Isabell 
performed the first movement of Prokofiev’s extraordinarily demanding Violin Concerto #2 in G minor. It 
was a commanding performance, ably supported by pianist Masami Hida who played the orchestral 
reduction. At the conclusion of the performance the audience rose spontaneously to its feet in rapturous 
applause. Isabell preceded the Prokofiev with the 3rd and 4th  movements of Bach’s Sonata #2 in A minor 
for unaccompanied violin. This sonata is one of a set of six sonatas that are considered masterpieces of the 
violin repertoire. In her playing of these movements, Isabell captured both the architectural grandeur and the 
expressive intimacy of these musical treasures.   
 

This reviewer had always thought of the double bass as a lumbering instrument, there to support the higher 
tones and more interesting sounds of other musicians. He will never think so again after having heard bassist 
John Kennedy and cellist Judith Vander Weg perform Rossini’s Duet for Violincello and Contrabasso 
with, for the bass, arpeggios, leaps, lyrical lines and harmonics. John Kennedy was undaunted by the 
technical demands of the piece as his agile fingers scampered up and down the fingerboard.  While the cello 
part also was not without its challenges, the two duettists were equal to all the demands of the piece, and 
presented us with a fine reading of this unique work 
 

Following the Rossini, baritone and Student Leaguer Anthony Genarro III sang for us three songs. “La 
Serenata” by Francesco Tosti and “O del mio amato ben  by Stefano Donaudy, were about lost love, while 
the third, “Der Lindenbaum”  by Franz Schubert, told of dreaming in the shade of a linden tree and carving 
words of love into its bark. Anthony’s presentation was notable for its faultless intonation. Jim Walters was 
his empathetic collaborating pianist. 
 

Rhapsody in Blue, one of the most beloved of George Gershwin’s many compositions, was Gershwin’s 
answer to the question of whether jazz could find a place in the concert hall. Originally written for two pianos 
and later orchestrated, it was a sensation at its orchestral premiere in New York City. Tuesday Musicale 
member and internationally acclaimed pianist, Yuta Sugano, ended the concert with this version of the 
Rhapsody adapted for solo piano by Gershwin himself.   
 

In his reading of the piece, Yuta combined brilliance of technique with a deep sense of style, evoking both 
the jazzy spontaneity and the classical architecture of Gershwin’s score. It was a performance that radiated 
confidence, musical insight, and joy, and was an exhilarating end to a really outstanding concert.
